of bread and wine; that we, receiving them according to thy Son our Savior Jesus Christ’s

holy institution, in remembrance of his death and passion,

may be partakers of his most blessed Body and Blood.

And we earnestly desire thy fatherly goodness mercifully to accept this our sacrifice of praise
and thanksgiving; most humbly beseeching thee to grant that, by the merits and death of thy
Son Jesus Christ, and through faith in his blood, we, and all thy whole Church,

may obtain remission of our sins, and all other benefits of his passion.
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AND here we offer and present unto thee, O Lord, our selves, our souls and bodies,

to be a reasonable, holy, and living sacrifice unto thee; humbly beseeching thee that we,
